God Calls Us 

 
 

 

Recently two challenges have melded together in my mind and heart.  They seem to have the same dynamics, though 

challenges and the steps to achieving their goals are very different.  In a week, Lord willing, I will be on my way to 

Kenya to join eight other people to climb Mt. Kenya.  Iôve never climbed a mountain that high before and the chal-

lenge has already begun.  Iôve been training three times a week and gathering equipment and information about the 

mountain that we will need to make the climb safely.   

 

Iôm getting to Kenya early so I can train and adjust from sea level to Nairobi (5,500 ft.), then Chogoria (9842 ft.), 

Lake Ellis (11,800 ft.), Hall Tarns (11,800 ft.) and finally Point Lenana (16,354 ft.).  I would not be doing this on my 

own.  I wouldnôt be doing this without either my daughter, son-in-law, and half a dozen others, nor would I be going 

without a professional guide and packer.   

 

With all those people and those who have helped me prepare while still in Seattle, Iôm looking forward to not only 

standing on Pt. Lenana, but also the journey with those who climb with me.  It is a part of Godôs creation I have 

never been to and donôt expect to visit again. 

 

We are on a journey as a church family as well.  We have set out on a great journey over the last six months of  

discerning the changes God has for us at Wedgwood Community Church.  Change is the most difficult thing groups 

do.  It is no different for us as we face the great goal and challenge of making changes in how we live out our faith 

as a congregation and as individuals.  God has been training us to face the challenges of making the discernment of 

what God wants us to do as well as implementing the changes we come to.   

 

There are many steps to achieving our goal and there will likely be several places along the way where we will be a 

little frightened or anxious.  At those points, we will continue safely if we keep faith with Godôs direction and if we 

support and encourage each other.  At this writing we have not yet discerned Godôs direction between connecting 

with each other and connecting with our community.   

 

When we make that discernment, our Adaptive Learning Team (made up of those from the last team and those  

recommended by our Lay Leadership Team) will lead us through the gathering of potential projects and discerning 

which of those projects we will implement to develop our ministry.  Perhaps obviously, the next step will be for all 

of us together to implement the plan we have adopted.   

 

Any of us can keep this process from moving forward at any one of these steps, yet these steps have great potential 

for picking up the direction God leads us and living it out.  We wonôt pass by this way again and God has given us 

the opportunity to make the most of it. 

 

Letôs continue in prayer throughout our journey together.

Outreach Opportunities 

 

As most of you will remember, it was announced that we could no longer supply eyeglasses for Haiti, due to new  

restrictions.  In order to either send them with the Evergreen group going soon for another work party or mail them, 

they must now go through customs and duty would be charged on each pair. We were asked not to collect them any 

longer.  As I looked for a substitute that we could use, I talked with Glenn at Woodlawn Optical about teaming up with 

them.  He was most welcoming and explained where they send the glasses they collect.  

All donations are sent to Medical Ministry International in Texas.  They are then sent to a nearby 

optical school for repairs, calibrations, and labeling.  The glasses are then sent with the medical  

missionaries to deprived areas, both in the southern United States and all through South America for 

free distribution, many people coming from extremely long distances in South America just for some 

help.  Please continue to either bring your donated glasses to the church, or take to Glenn at Woodlawn Optical at  

8032 35th Ave NE.  Heôll be glad to see you!  

 

Thanks to all of you who contribute to our University District Food Bank barrel!  Recently Wedgwood Community 

Church was commended for not only their steady contributions, but the diversity of items included.  University  

District Food Bank serves the 98115 zip code area and feeds a variety of peopleðthe working poor, whose 

paychecks donôt stretch far enough, single parents, college students, and the homeless, both single and  

families. When you go for your weekly groceries, please consider adding an item or two for the barrel.  When 

you do this, think not only of the much-needed food but also the other little things that you take for granted in 

your own home.  Clear out your cupboards of toothbrushes given at your exams, sample toothpaste, soaps, 

shampoos, hygiene items, baby products, pet food, even a dry pair of socks. When you are on a very limited 

budget, or none, these can be real lifesavers. When you experience a smile or a thank-you at check out time, it makes it 

all worthwhile.  Our barrel is emptied by a volunteer and taken to the Food Bank on the 2nd Tuesday of every month.  

Donations can be placed all month long.  This is a small thing to us but is big for the recipients, something we can do to 

make all feel that their lives matter, also, as well as a way for Wedgwood to reach out into the community.
